At three month intervals, after the funds have been granted, the Area Council is to report to BC Council, in writing, including a current financial statement showing the use of the money, until such time as the grant is gone. Should the Area Council's financial situation improve, or if all the money granted is not needed, BC Council will welcome a return of the funds or a portion thereof.
